V.  Approval of Previous Meeting Summary — 4/20/10
The Meeting Summary was approved.

VI. Tampa Bay Water Consolidated Permit Renewal

Mr. Bob Tyson explained the details of Tampa Bay Water's application for a renewal of their
consolidated water use permit. Mr. Owens asked if the good neighbor policy was still in effect a
two mile radius. Mr. Tyson said yes. Mrs. Potter asked if this policy would change at all. Mr.
Tyson said in some places in the cypress creek wellfield it would be slightly expanded. Mrs.
Potter asked if the Executive Summary was online. Mr. Tyson said yes, the entire permit
application is online. Mr. Carnahan asked what models were used and were they peer
reviewed. Mr. Tyson said their in-house model was used and was currently going through peer
review. Mr. Tyson said their model is a surface and groundwater integrated model called IHM.
Mr. Carnahan asked about the status of the Reverse Osmosis Plant. Mrs. Dye said as demand
is down, the Plant is being used as low levels. Mr. Carnahan asked about the possibility of
expanded the regional reservoir. Mrs. Dye said that all planning is being pushed back as
demand is down. Mrs. Potter asked if there would be a flooding problem if heavy rains
continued to fall when the reservoir is full. Mrs. Dye said there would be no problem because
they just stop filling it and the Tampa Bypass Canal has capacity to alleviate flood waters.

VIl. Consistency Determination: Tampa Port Authority Work Permit Applications

Mrs. Potter suggested the port permit review process should notify property owners on the other
side of the river. Mr. Holland said that that would require a rule change. The TAC
recommended to the Board that Port Permits 08165, 51146, 50397(R), and 09-097 be found
consistent with the Hillsborough River Master Plan.

VIIl. Status of Hillsborough River Flows and Levels
It was noted that due to continued rainfall, a large amount of water was regularly flowing over
the dam last month.

IX. Agency/Jurisdiction Status Reports
There were no Agency/Jurisdictional reports.

X.  Other Business
Mr. Owens noted that the Water Management District was taking comment on their draft update
of their Regional Water Supply Plan. Mr. College said he would ask_ them to presentitat a

future meeting.

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| Chapter 1. Introduction

The 2010 Regional Water Supply Plan .
(RWSP) is an assessment of projected [&.
water demands in the Southwest Florida g
Water Management District (District) and 7%
potential sources of water to meet these
demands for the period from 2005 4
through 2030. The RWSP consists of s
four geographically-based volumes that g
correspond to the District's four desig- |
nated Water Supply Planning Regions.
(Figure 1). The RWSPs for each Plan-
ning Region contain the following Chap-
ters: Chapter 1, Introduction; Chapter 2,
Resource Protection Criteria; Chapter 3,
Demand Estimates and Projections;
Chapter 4, Evaluation of Water Sources;
Chapter 5, Water Supply Development
Component; Chapter 6, Overview of
Water Supply Development Projects Under Development; Chapter 7, Water Resource Devel-
opment Component; and Chapter 8, Overview of Funding Mechanisms. This Executive
Summary contains an additional Chapter: Chapter 9, Guiding Principles (not contained in the
RWSPs for each Planning Region).

The Hillshorough River is a major water supply source for the
Tampa Bay Region.

The purpose of the RWSP is to provide a framework for future water management decisions in
the District. The 2010 RWSPs for the four Planning Regions show that water supply demands
for all use sectors can be met through 2030 and natural systems restored using a combination
of alternative water sources, fresh groundwater, and water conservation measures. The RWSP
also identifies hundreds of potential options and associated costs for developing alternative
sources as well as fresh groundwater. The options are not intended to represent the District's
most preferable options for water supply development. However, they are provided as
reasonable concepts that water users in the Planning Region can pursue to meet their water
supply needs. Additionally, the RWSP provides information to assist water users in developing
funding strategies to construct water supply projects. The District previously completed RWSPs
in 2001 and 2006 that included the Southern, Heartland, and Tampa Bay Planning regions. The
2010 update includes the District's Northern Planning Region for the first time because a
number of factors indicate that the use of groundwater to supply future demand has the
potential to cause significant impact to water resources in the area. These factors include:

o Existence of thousands of vested lots where residences will be built that will require potable
wells and significant supplemental irrigation.

o Negative effects from groundwater withdrawals on water resources that include impacts to
springs and lakes that are approaching their minimum levels.

e Areas adjacent to the District in Lake and Marion Counties have been placed under focused
monitoring and study by the St. John's River Water Management District (SIRWMD).

In June 2008, the District's Governing Board responded to those concerns by including the
District’s northern six counties in the 2010 RWSP update process.

Statutory Requirements for Water Supply Planning

The requirement for regional water supply planning originated from legislation passed in 1997
that amended Chapter 373, Florida Statutes (F.S.). New regional water supply planning
requirements were codified in s. 373.0361, F.S., and this RWSP has been prepared pursuant to
these provisions. Regional water supply planning requirements were amended as a result of the
passage of Senate Bill 444 during the 2005 legislative session. The bill strengthened
requirements for the identification and listing of water supply development projects. In addition,
the legislation intended to foster better communications among water planners, local
government planners, and local utilities. Local governments are now permitted to develop their
own Water Supply Assessments, which the Water Management Districts are required to
consider when developing their RWSPs. Finally, a trust fund was created that provides the
Districts with state matching funds to support the development of alternative water supplies by
local governments, water supply authorities, and other water users.
